Raise attainment in English, Maths and Science

“Study Support is a learning activity outside normal lessons in which young people take part in voluntarily. Study Support
is, accordingly, an inclusive term, embracing many activities — with many names and guises. Its purpose is to improve
young people's motivation, build their self-esteem and to help them become more effective learners. Above all it aims to
raise achievement.”

A variety of Study Support clubs help children and young people to develop their achievement by providing
opportunities to support the less able as well as challenging the more able.

Provide children and young people with a broad and rich curriculum that engages and excites

Study Support, including outdoor, creative, subject-based and physical activities, enables schools to build a broad and
exciting range of learning opportunities. Children and young people choose to take part in the activities they enjoy.

Tailoring teaching to the needs of the individual learner

Study Support takes place in a relaxed environment and offers good opportunities to provide one to one support
for personalised learning.

Engaging parents, carers and the wider community in supporting children and young people’s learning

Study Support activities that involve parents and partners in the community help broaden children and young people’s
experiences. This complements the children’s centres and extended services agenda.

Giving schools the opportunity to drive their own improvement through networking and sharing
best practice

Schools can collaborate with each other to give their children and young people a broader range of Study Support
activities, through sharing expertise, resources and supporting inclusion.

Study Support can enable schools to address each of the five Every Child Matters outcomes in an enjoyable and
engaging way. Study Support is an invaluable tool that can help achieve objectives in the remodelling, workforce reform
and children’s centres and extended services agendas through tackling many of the issues affecting young people.
